From 15th April, the Renewable Transport Fuel Obligation (RTFO) will force all UK drivers to buy petrol and diesel which is blended with biofuels.  Worldwide vast areas of rainforests, other ecosystems and farmlands are being turned into biofuel (agrofuel) monocultures. This is a disaster for people, for the climate and for biodiversity.  
WHAT’S WRONG WITH AGROFUELS?
(Agrofuels = biofuels grown as large-scale monocultures)
Agrofuels accelerate climate change by vastly increasing green house gas emissions. 
Agrofuels cause destruction of rainforests 
This is the quickest ways to make climate change worse.
Agrofuels cause species extinction as natural habitats are being converted to arable land.  
Agrofuels steal land from food production causing food price rises and more hunger in the poorest countries.
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Agrofuels cause human rights abuses and refugees
The UN has warned that 60 million people are likely to become “biofuel refugees” (people forced off their land) to make way for huge areas of biofuel crops.
Agrofuels are destroying wildlife even in Europe
Across Europe “set-aside” land regulations are being repealed for agrofuels, further threatening vulnerable farmland birds, butterflies and pollinator (bee) species.
